Dear European Agents,
Re. Summary of Euro-Cup Meeting in Snetterton

I would herewith, like to summarize the Euro-Cup meeting held in Snetterton right after the finals 2003 and let you know the points we talked about and decided. More details will be followed.

1) Four categories will be held. They will be F1, Stock, GT1, GT2. Rally class will not be held from 2004 on. The winners from F1, GT1 and GT2 classes will be invited to Japan to participate to the World Championship. That is, Stock winner will not be invited to Japan.
2) Chassis allowed in each class will be as follows.

F1;
F201

Stock;
TL01, TT01

GT2;
TA04 series, TB01, TB02, TL01, TT01 (Regarding TB02 and TA04, limitation of parts use will be made so that no high-end cars can participate in this class)

GT1;
All chassis allowed in GT2 plus TB Evo. series and TRF414 series.

3) Official XBG competition race will not be held, but demonstration race may be held in the same manner as this year. Detailed information will be sent later.

4) Euro-Cup 2004 Final will be held in Holland. Date and place are still being considered and will be informed later.

5) New race rules may be applied for the finals 2004 (eg. 8 minutes race) We will study the feasibility and let you know more about it later on.
